2002 traXstar tX-1 prototype sports racer
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Thousands of visitors to the 2002 Molson Vancouver Indy witnessed the debut of the traXstar tX-1 prototype sports racer, which is the third in a series of cars built around the patented concepts of designer and company founder, Peter Derviller.  The tX-1 is destined for manufacturing and marketing as a turnkey car as well as in component package form for the hands-on racer/builder. 

Homologated by SCCA as a “D Sports” racer, the traXstar is powered by a 1000cc superbike engine. On both sides of the Atlantic, this newly re-discovered genre of bike-engined racers is the fastest growing category of competitive and track-day cars. Their appeal is based on stunning performance combined with economy and ease of operation and maintenance. The traXstar weighs only 750 lb., yielding a power–to-weight ratio of 5 lbs per HP, which combined with its compact aerodynamic envelope, produces a pocket rocket that will knock your socks off!

traXstar’s team of professional mechanical engineers, car fabricators and engine specialists applied state-of-the-art 3D modeling, finite element and kinetic modeling software to create a light, torsionally stiff chassis with excellent perimeter protection for the pilot.  In addition to driver safety, the traXstar features a large cockpit to accommodate American-sized drivers.  The SCCA-mandated spaceframe chassis is clothed in an advanced composite snap-on bodyshell weighing a mere 30 lbs.  The team’s earlier prototype achieved a top speed of 160 mph and with the more powerful and lighter tX-1 they expect to at least equal that mark. Testing is presently underway with high-speed track-tests scheduled for late August.
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
