ASTECH

This car was designed by Dale Tholen and engineer Al Thomas. It was constructed in 1977 by Dale Tholen.

The car was originally fitted with a Fiat 850cc engine to meet the maximum engine size allowed for the day.  Later the car was fitted with a Nissan (Datsun!) 1300cc B210 engine, and later upgraded with a Motec fuel injection system.  In 1997, the car was fitted with a Worth Kawasaki ZX-10 engine, which is its current configuration [in 2000].

The suspension utilizes TDC hub carriers front and rear. The car has a “locked” rear-end, utilizing TDC rear sprocket carrier.

Body molds for this car still exist.  With the flat sizes and design, this body can be “stretched” or “compressed” fairly easily to fit other applications.

The current owner and driver is Kerry Tholen Rauch, the daughter of Dale Tholen.

TDC components are manufactured by Tholen Design Consulting. Their hub carriers (uprights) are used on many DSRs including A-Macs, Astechs, and Cheetahs to name a few. They also produce various other components specifically for sports racer customers.
