My name is Kerry Rauch.  I have been an active DSR competitor since 1979. Although the last 3 years, I have not been as active.

Attached is a photo of our ASTECH Kawasaki.  This car was designed by my father Dale Tholen and engineer Al Thomas.  It was constructed in 1977 by my father. 

At that time, the car was fitted with a Fiat 850cc engine to meet the maximum engine size allowed for the day.  Later the car was fitted with a Nissan (Datsun!) 1300cc B210 engine.

It was later upgraded with Motec fuel injection system.  In 1997 the car was fitted with a Worth ZX-10 Kawasaki engine.  This is it’s current configuration.

You may recognize the TDC hub carrier name.  We are the manufacturer of the hubs that many of the DSR cars are using.  Our car has a “locked” rear-end, utilizing our TDC rear sprocket carrier.

You requested some photos and information about DSR to help get more folks interested.

By the way, the body molds for this car still exist.  With the flat sizes and design, this body can be “stretched” or “compressed” fairly easily to fit other applications.
